Who 
knows what will happen as we explore it 
together?   That said, Romans can be chal-
lenging.    Some verses are hard to under-
stand, and other bits seem controversial in 
our cultural context.   But as we unpack the 
letter in its original setting, we will see the 
relevance of the overall message for today.   
Every great adventure has challenging      
moments.   That’s what makes the whole 
thing so rewarding in the end.   Romans may 
be the Mount Everest of the Bible, but trust 
me, the view will be worth it!   Let’s get going 
….”. 
 
Alongside our sermon series on Romans  
during February, March and April, The						
Romans	Course	is also being run on Monday 
evenings in St Mary’s Melton from 7.30 to 
9.00 pm starting on 5th February, and will 
include videos ϐilmed in Rome presented by 
Andrew Ollerton in conjunction with the  
Bible Society.
